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THE LIBRARY GARDEN
This green oasis was once an important 
part of the harbor for the Danish navy. 
Now it is regularly used as a park by the 
local residents. 

CHRISTIANSBORG
Christiansborg castle lies in the heart of 
the city and is the home of the Danish 
Parliament. The castle has a long history 
and is surrounded by the canal. 

GAMMELTORV & NYTORV     
Gammeltorv is the oldest square in 
Copenhagen. Next to it is Nytorv, where 
public executions took place.

TOWN HALL
Town Hall, or “Rådhuset”, is the hub of 
Copenhagen and the starting point for the 
famous walking street “Strøget” - one of 
the longest walking streets in the world.

Copenhagen’s famous amusement park 
is like a fairytale in the middle of the city.
Open April - September and several days 
in December.
